Scientific scope

The Congress will be divided into two symposia of two days each. The subjects of these symposia will be:
1. Isotopes in the clinico-chemical laboratory

2. The physical methods of measurement in connection with clinico-chemical problems

These subjects have been chosen in view of the increasing importance of the use of isotopes and the application of physical methods in clinical chemistry
